The Olympic motto is Citius, Altius, Fortius, which is Latin for "Swifter, Higher,
Stronger". The motto was proposed by Pierre de Coubertin on the creation of the Interna-
tional Olympic Committee in 1894. De Coubertin borrowed it from his friend Fr. Henri Di-
don, a Dominican priest who, amongst other things, was an athletic enthusiast. The motto
was introduced in 1924 at the Olympic Games in Paris. A more informal but well known
motto of the Olympics, also introduced by De Coubertin, is "The most important thing is
not to win but to take part!" De Coubertin got this motto from a sermon by the Bishop in
Pennsylvania during the 1908 London Games.

The Winter Olympics began in Sochi, Russia last weekend. | must admit that | try to watch
as much of the Olympic Games as | can and I’'m never disappointed by the competition, the
energy, the youthfulness. Yes, the athletes are competing for the gold, silver, and bronze;
but they are also ambassadors of peace, showing the world that men and women from
around the globe can come together, intermingle, communicate, and build friendships that
last a life time.
