St. Luke reminds us that no matter how far we have turned away from the Lord, God’s love and
mercy are available to us!

Later this week, the Chrism Mass is celebrated in
every cathedral in the world in preparation for the
Easter Triduum. Only a bishop can consecrate

chrism, pure olive oil infused with rich fragrance, so
this liturgy is a sign of the unity of the local Church
and the bishop’s ministry to all who will be baptized
and confirmed in our parishes in the coming year.
Chrism is also used in the ordination of priests and

bishops and the consecration of new altars. Two
other sacramental oils, the unscented olive oil for
catechumens and for the sick will be blessed in the
same liturgy and transported carefully to every parish

by the beginning of the Triduum.
