Pastor’s Corner   
     

With the Ascension of Jesus we see the earthly mission of Jesus come to an end.  He now hands His  

mission on to His disciples; all of us who believe and carry the name Christian.  This mission must  

continue until the end of time when Christ will come in His glory.    
 

Jesus expects us, we who believe, to be His witnesses to others; 

witnesses who are so credible that our very lives reflect our  

beliefs and give glory to God.  As one scripture teacher reminded 

me, “Angelo, you may be the only bible someone reads.”  By  

this he meant that people are watching how you and I live our 

lives.  Would they be able to read the Word of God through  

our actions, our speech, in our work and play?   
 

Why would God entrust such an important mission to the likes  

of you and me, human beings who are sinful and weak?  The  

answer can be found in the gift of free will that God gave to us.  

God is not going to force us to love Him or worship Him.  Rather, 

God places a desire in our heart and draws us near through those who announce His Good News.   
 

In order to be an effective witness it is important to have experienced the presence of the Risen Lord.  

Without this personal experience our relationship stays at a surface level.  The disciples recognized  

Christ and they knew He walked with them.  His presence was not a mere memory of past events, but 

the living presence of Christ offering them the gift of peace.  This is what motivated the apostles to  

action.  They had a personal encounter with the Risen Jesus and through the gift of the Holy Spirit  

knew that they could not keep this experience to themselves.   
 

As Mother Theresa reminds us, “we can do no great things, only small things with great love.” When  

we treat others in a kind and respectful way we are responding to the call to treat others as Christ  

would treat them.  This is giving witness to Christ and is something any of us can do.  As someone once 

observed, “our neighbors see us go to Mass every Sunday morning.  But it’s how they see us coming  

back that is our real witness to them.”    
 

On this Feast of the Ascension we celebrate earth and heaven coming together in a communion of life 

and love as Jesus ascends into heaven.  Next week we will celebrate the Feast of Pentecost where 

heaven comes to earth through the gifts of the Holy Spirit.  And so, let us pray:  “Come Holy Spirit, fill  

the hearts of your faithful and kindle in them the fire of your love. Send forth your Spirit, and they  

shall be created.  And You shall renew the face of the earth.”
