Pastor’s Corner 
   

        In the Gospel this Sunday, Jesus gives the apostles and us three promises. These three  

promises of Jesus not only enrich our spiritual life but motivate us for Christ like action in today's 

world. With these promises Jesus wants to charge our faith batteries so that we can be men and 

women, boys and girls that live and act out the Gospel of Life. 

 

First Promise: "I will send you another Advocate (Counselor or Paraclete)." Jesus, of course, is 

speaking about the Holy Spirit. Jesus gave us the Holy Spirit to be the energy and staying power  

in our life of faith. The Holy Spirit is manifested in our daily prayer life and in the way we live out 

our faith each day by our many words and actions. Promise one is the gift of the Holy Spirit. 

 

Second Promise: "I will not leave you orphans. I will come back to you." For us today, this promise 

of the Lord is kept in the Eucharist when Jesus comes to us in His Risen Presence under the form 

of bread and wine to be our strength and to give us a pledge of eternal life with Him. Because of 

the Eucharist, we are not orphans, never alone, no matter what we may face, Jesus remains with 

us. Promise two is the gift of the Eucharist.  

 

Third Promise: "If you keep My commandments, My Father and I will reveal Ourselves to you and 

come to you." The presence of Christ becomes more vivid to us as we follow the Gospel message. 

When we follow the Gospel we experience the presence of the Father, the Son, and the Holy 

Spirit in a variety of ways. In the Gospel Jesus tells us how to be faithful to the commandments; 

simply put, Jesus tells us to love God with all your mind, heart, body, and soul, and love your 

neighbor as yourself. When we do that we experience the third promise, the grace and presence 

of the Father, the Son, and the Holy Spirit. 

 

The fulfillment of each of these promises are celebrated by special feast days in the Church's  

liturgical year. They are the Feast of Pentecost, the Feast of the Holy Trinity, and the Feast of the 

Body and Blood of Christ (Corpus Christi). And guess what, these feast days are just around the 

corner, only a couple weeks away. These feast days are powerhouse days for Church and for the 

People of God. Get ready to have your faith batteries charged.
