®astor’s Corner

Thank you for the prayerful support that you offered to the Missionaries of the Precious Blood as we
gathered in Rome to elect the new leadership team for our world-wide congregation. Our days were
filled with prayer, presentations, small group discussions and some great Italian food! During the
meetings we prepared a vision statement that will be used by the new leadership team as they animate
the congregation during the next six years. Our new Moderator General, Fr. William Nordenbrock, is
from the Cincinnati Province, the same province that Fr. Ken and | belong to.

Reflecting on our scripture readings for this weekend, | recalled a story about three men who were
discussing the best way to pray. One man said: “The best way to prayer is in church.” The second one
said: “I pray best standing with my arms outstretched.” The third man said: “I think the best way to
prayer is kneeling.” Overhearing the conversation, an electrician said: “For what it’s worth guys, the
best praying | ever did was hanging from a telephone pole during an electrical storm.”

The last several weeks we have been journeying with Jesus as he goes up to Jerusalem. We heard the
story of the Good Samaritan and what it means to love God and neighbor. Last week we heard of the
importance of spending time with Jesus in the story of Martha and Mary. Along this journey Jesus is
forming his disciples to understand more clearly the love of God. Today the focus is on prayer. Both
the first reading and the gospel draw our attention to the importance of prayer and more specifically,
to be persistent in prayer.

A key component of any relationship is communication.
Prayer is our communication with God. Prayer can take
many forms like the public prayer of the Mass, devotional
prayer like the rosary, contemplative prayer, the Liturgy
of the Hours or spontaneous prayer using music art or
dance to name a few.

In the first reading we saw Abraham in a conversation

with God. It seems like an unusual conversation. Abraham is bargaining with God the way a merchant
and a customer haggle over the price of a product. The beautiful message we receive in this reading is
the gift of the mercy of God. Even if there are only ten innocent people in Sodom and Gomorrah God
is willing to save the whole population of those large cities. Abraham is very honest and persistent in
his prayer and God responds with mercy. Is there anything or anyone that you feel like giving up on?
Some situation that you believe is hopeless? Be persistent in prayer and do not give up.

In the Gospel reading Jesus teaches his disciples about their dependence upon God. Luke’s account of
the “Our Father” prayer is very communal. We ask God to “give us each day,” “forgive us our sins,”
“subject us not to the trials,” “for we ourselves forgive everyone in debt to us.” The daily bread we
receive today and each time we come to the Eucharist is the body of Christ given for our life and the
life of the world. We come with our daily hungers to be filled, our worries to be lightened, our fears to
be calmed, and most especially our sins to be forgiven. And so in faith we hear Jesus say: “Ask and you
will receive; seek and you will find; knock and the door will be opened to you.
