®astor’s Corner

This Thursday, August 15th, the church celebrates the Feast of the Assumption of Mary,
a Holy Day of Obligation. The Catechism of the Catholic Church teaches that “Finally

the Immaculate Virgin, preserved free from all stain of original sin, when the course of
her earthly life was finished, was taken up body and soul into heavenly glory, and exalted
by the Lord as Queen over all things, so that she might be the more fully conformed to
her Son, the Lord of lords and conqueror of sin and death. The Assumption of the
Blessed Virgin is a singular participation in her Son’s Resurrection and an anticipation

of the resurrection of other Christians.” (CCC 966)

In the gospel readings for this feast, we hear Mary’s
wonderful hymn of praise, the Magnificat. This
prayer of praise is set in the context of a journey.
Mary arrives at the home of her cousin Elizabeth to
share the wonderful and astonishing news of what
God has done for her. In preparation for this week’s
feast, | encourage you to pause along your journey of
life and reflect upon all that God has done for you.

Staying with the journey is not always easy. There
are trials and problems which challenge our life. C15 Paluch Co. .

Like Mary, we are called to say “yes” not once but over

and over again throughout our journey of life. Mary gave her “yes” in faith and trust.
She said yes to a virgin birth. Yes to protecting her son by fleeing to a foreign land. Yes to
the distress of searching for her missing child. Yes to her son’s ministry and yes to His
death on the cross. Over and over again you can hear her say, “Thy will be done.”

This posture of faith is echoed in our scripture readings for this weekend. It did not
make sense for Abraham and Sarah to leave their homeland, all that was familiar to
them, to go to a new land. It did not make sense that even in her old age Sarah would
conceive a son. God’s promise would be fulfilled. Faith in God offered them a new way
of looking at life.

As a people of faith we are called to be alert and to be ready to put our faith into action
because we do not know the day or the hour that God will come to take us to himself.
In waiting for the Master’s return we are not to sit idly all day long letting the world go
by. Rather, we are to be alert, putting into practice all that Jesus has taught us as chil-
dren of God. May we work this week to help one another in our journey to heaven!
