Pastor’s Corner   
 
On this Labor Day we affirm the value of work and the dignity of each person.  A number of years ago, 
the U.S. Conference of Catholic Bishops published a statement entitled, “A Catholic Framework for  
Economic Life.” On this Labor Day it might be helpful to recall major points of this document.  
  •  The economy exists for the person, not the person for the economy. 
  •  A fundamental moral measure of any economy is how the poor and vulnerable are faring. 
  •  All people have a right to life and to secure the basic necessities of life (e.g. food, clothing, 
    shelter, education, health care, safe environment, economic security). 
  •  All people have the right to economic initiative, to productive work, to just wages and  
    benefit, to decent working conditions, as well as to organize and join unions or other 
    associations.  
“Therefore, Church teachings rightly remind us of the value of work: among other things, work  
enhances our human dignity, it is needed in order to form and maintain a family, and it contributes to 
the common good of our local, national and global communities.” (Arlington Bishop Paul S. Loverde).    
 
Our culture today so often emphasizes the need to look out for number one, to do whatever it takes to 
get to the head of the line.  Our scripture readings for today highlight the importance of humility and 
the need to serve the needs of others before our own. Often when we think about inviting people over 
for dinner we invite those who are in our social or family circles.  Seldom do reach out to those who do 
not have anything.   
 
And yet, Jesus challenges us to invite those who are not familiar to us to come and share in the  
banquet feast.  When we sit down and eat with those we do not know we open up the possibility of 
discovering their unique gifts and talents and come to see that we all have a lot in common.  By  
inviting the needy among us we open up the possibility of building new relationships  
 
At the table of the Lord there will be people from all walks of life and not just from our circle of  
support. Today’s parable reminds us that we should not think of ourselves as better than other people.  
This attitude can find its way even into church circles where one group begins to think they are  
superior to others because of their prayer practice or specific faith experience. We are not to be  
concerned with status or self‐importance.  We are all one body through the Precious Blood of Jesus.   
 
Pope Francis picks up on this theme in his recent encyclical 
Lumen Fidei.  “At the heart of biblical faith is God’s love, 
his concrete concern for every person, and his plan of  
salvation which embraces all of humanity and all creation, 
culminating in the incarnation, death and resurrection of 
Jesus Christ. Without insight into these realities, there is 
no criterion for discerning what makes human life precious 
and unique. Man loses his place in the universe, he is cast 
adrift in nature, either renouncing his proper moral  
responsibility or else presuming to be a sort of absolute 
judge, endowed with an unlimited power to manipulate the world around him.” (No.54) As Sirach  
reminds us, “humble yourself the more, and you will find favor with God.”
