Pastor’s Corner   
 

Sometimes people are hesitant to get involved in some kind of ministry within the parish or the broader 
church because they do not feel worthy or don’t have the skill-set to help.  As Patrick Gallagher reminds us 
“The way to Christian greatness is simple, you don’t need a golden halo, or the skills to explain profound 
theological insights, or a wardrobe full of sackcloth and ashes.  The way is as close as the person right be-
side you, right here, right now.  Welcome that person, truly, deeply, in all of his or her messy humanity, as 
Jesus truly and deeply welcomes us.”   
 

It’s significant to note that over 50% of the parables Jesus told highlight the call to stewardship, with how 
people used their time, talent or treasure.  Think of the parable of the rich young man, the talents that were 
multiplied or buried, the friend coming at midnight, the prodigal son or the example he set for us by wash-
ing the feet of the apostles.  In the First Letter of St. Peter we read:  “As each one has received a gift, use 
it to serve one another as good stewards of God’s varied grace.” (4:10)  
 

This weekend we are spending time after communion to fill out a stewardship survey.  This is an opportu-
nity for every household to reflect upon how we can individually share the gifts of time and talent that God 
has given us to strengthen the Body of Christ and to build a richer sense of community in our parishes.  
The first part of October we will do a mailing to all those parishioners on our mailing list who have not yet 
had an opportunity to respond to the survey.  Please mark your calendar for the weekend of October 20-
21st.  After each of the weekend Masses there will be an opportunity to interact with parishioners and iden-
tify ways you can help respond to the call to stewardship and service in our parish.
