®astor’s Corner

Two years ago I participated in a thirty-day silent retreat based on the Spiritual Exercises
of St. Ignatius of Loyola. The key to the Spiritual Exercises is “keeping our eyes fixed on
Jesus.” (Hebrews 12:2) Jesus reveals to us what it means to be human; to love God with
all your heart, with all your soul, with all your mind, and with all your strength and to
love your neighbor as yourself. (Mark 12:29-31) During the journey of the thirty-day
retreat the retreatant reflects upon the great love story of God and God’s people and
how that story relates to their life story. The retreat is an invitation to fall in love with
God all over again.

Reflecting on the Spiritual Exercises, Fr. Pedro Arrupe,
S.]. the late Superior General of the Jesuits wrote this
reflection. “Nothing is more practical than finding God, that
is, falling in love in a quite absolute, final way. What you are

in love with, what seizes your imagination will affect

everything. It will decide what will get you out qued in the
morning, what you will do with your evenings, how you will

Love God with atl of youn least

spend your evenings, how you will spend your weekends, what

you read, you know, what breaks your heart, and what amazes
you with joy and gratitude. Fall in love. Stay in love. And it will decide everything.”
(Fr. Pedro Arrupe, S.]. the late Superior General of the Jesuits.)

What is unique about the God of Abraham, Isaac and Jacob is that God wanted to be in a
relationship of love with His people. The Greek pagans didn’t love their gods, neither did
the Romans. They feared them, they served them, but they did not love them. The Good
News about God is that He is a God who can be loved, a God who desires our love.

Immediately following the Shema, the great commandment to love God that Jesus quotes
from the Book of Deuteronomy (6:2-6), there comes the instruction to “Take to heart
these words which I enjoin on your today. Drill them into your children. Speak of them
at home and abroad, whether you are busy or at rest. Bind them at your wrist as a sign. ..
write them on the doorposts of your houses and on your gates.” When we are able to
absorb the Truth of God’s tremendous love for us then we cannot help but give our whole
life over to God. Though we so often think that we know what is best for us, we will find
our greatest joy and fulfillment when we live the way God wants us to live. This week,

fall in love with God all over again.
