Pastor’s Corner 
  

This weekend we celebrate Gaudete Sunday.  Gaudete is a Latin word 
which means REJOICE! Like excited children counting down the days to 
Christmas we too wait in joyful hope for the coming of our Savior, Jesus 
Christ.  For some, this joyful season is clouded by a list of things to do or 
maybe joy feels distant because of the death of a loved one.  For others it 
may be hard to rejoice and be hopeful when there is so much uncertainty 
with the economy, a job situation or ill health.   
 

The scripture readings selected for the Advent season emphasize the truth 
that there is no situation or problem that stands outside of God’s trans‐

forming love.  That is why today’s reading from the Apostle James is so important for us.  He reminds us 
that patience and perseverance are keys to a joy‐filled life. Look at the farmer who awaits the yield of the 
soil.  He can’t just say, “Ok seed, grow.” He must prepare the soil, plant the seed and cultivate its growth 
all the while realizing that it is God who brings about the growth of the seed. So too, the journey of life 
takes work and patience guided by the virtue of hope, a belief that God will bring all things to the good.   
 

I think it would be safe to say that most of us struggle with practicing patience.  When I was younger, the 
virtue of patience was associated with passive waiting.  “Oh, be patient, Mom will be home soon.”  “Be 
patient and sit still, the bus will get here when it gets here.”  “Just be patient and it will stop hurting.”  
For me the word patience became associated with powerlessness, a sense of passivity.  But true patience 
is the opposite of passive waiting.  Patience means to enter fully and actively into the thick of life being 
attentive with open ears, eyes and heart to what is happening within and around us.   
 

The reason patience is difficult is because it runs smack into our natural impulse to fight or to flee.  Pa‐
tience requires us to go beyond these two choices to a third way of responding.  Patience involves stay‐
ing with it, living through it, listening carefully to whatever presents itself here and now like Mary at the 
foot of the cross.    
 

Advent is a season which seeks to foster patience and active waiting.  As the light of the Advent wreath 
increases each week we strive to be in greater union with God as we work to restore the harmony that 
was lost through the sin of Adam and Eve.  Active waiting is one of the best parts of the Advent season 
because it allows the truth of God’s love for us to sink slowly and deeply into our hearts.   
 

Last week we heard that John the Baptist thought the Messiah was going to come with fire and destruc‐
tion.  So, we can understand John’s confusion as he asks about Jesus from prison, “Are you the One who 
is to come?”  Jesus responds by reminding John of what the prophet Isaiah said about the coming Mes‐
siah; the blind see, the deaf hear, the mute speak and the lame leap for joy!  The fire that is to come is 
the fire of God’s love burning away sin and evil and making all things new.   
 

On this Gaudete Sunday we rejoice in the circle of family, friends and parish community that God gives to 
us for support and encouragement. We rejoice in Jesus who gives us his living Word and His body and 
blood to strengthen us in our journey of faith.  We rejoice in the coming of our Savior, Jesus Christ who 
lifts our weary spirits, who forgives our sins and who shares with us the Good News that we are God’s 
precious children.
