Today’s gospel provides a very familiar scene from family life. A parent needs help. The elder child is
all talk and no action. “Molly, clean your room.” “Ok, I will Mom.” Days later nothing has been cleaned.

“No, I won’t do it—it’s not
my job.” But, in a short amount of time the child reconsiders and gets the job done.
