Pastor’s Corner 
 

     What does it mean to totally love God and to love your neighbor as yourself? Our scripture readings this weekend 
invite us to ponder this question. The Pharisees had reduced love of God to how well a person observed the law.  
Over and over again, Jesus stressed that to live in love meant to be open to giving oneself entirely to God. How can 
you tell you love God fully?  Jesus says by loving your neighbor as yourself.  Just as Jesus revealed the depth of his 
love by giving His life for us, we too are to put this kind of love into practice with anyone who comes our way. St. 
Thomas Aquinas defined love in this way, “To will the good of the other.” It is a call to treat each person, especially 
the person on the margins, with the same love we offer to God.   
  
In appreciating the gift of love think about the first time you fell in love.  Your special friend was always on your 
mind and you couldn’t spend enough time with them. Imagine one evening being out on a cool Friday date-night.  
As you walked along she says, “Gosh, I’m getting cold” and without a second thought you take off your jacket and 
say, “Here, take mine.”  Then as the relationship becomes more familiar and you have been dating awhile, you’re out 
for another walk and she says she feeling cold and now you begin to think, “Hey, if I give her my coat I’m going to 
be cold too!” But love impels you to give her your jacket anyway. Your love has become sacrificial.  
 

When we first fall in love with the Lord we are willing to do anything for Him and we want to spend as much time  
as possible with Him.  Then, over time we become comfortable and other priorities begin to press in on our time.  
We know it’s important to stay connected with the One we love above all things and yet, often our prayer becomes 
focused on what God can do for me.  I can imagine that a good number of us spend our prayer time asking God for 
things.  In a sense we prayerfully give God His marching orders for the day instead of listening for what God wants 
us to be tending to. Instead of asking for something, tell God that you love Him and simply ponder the beauty of this 
love.   
 

One way of expressing our love for God is through our worship.  When we sing, reflect upon the scriptures and 
gather at the Eucharistic Table it’s important to remember that we are not attending a play or a re-enactment like 
Bluejacket or Tecumseh.  At the Mass, as we gather for the Eucharist, we are all participants in the heavenly banquet 
feast of heaven.  Can I say that my participation in the Eucharist is an expression of my love for God, self and  
others? Remember, God is watching us as we gather in worship. How engaged and present am I to loving the Lord 
in worship?  
 

Finally, the intense love of God that we experience within the Eucharist is meant to be shared with the same intensity 
as we go out into the world.  And do, another way we show our love for God is how we live our lives.  We have  
received the True Presence of God in Holy Communion and now we are to be living expressions of God’s love in  
the world, to love our neighbor as ourselves.  This week reflect upon the ways you express your total love for God.
