Pastor’s Corner 
  
       It is wonderful that the scripture passages for the 6th Sunday of Easter focus on love as we celebrate 
Mother’s Day.  St. Therese of Lisieux once wrote, “The loveliest masterpiece of the heart of God is the 
love of a Mother.”  For many of us our Mothers were the first teachers in the ways of love.   
 
In reflecting upon today’s scripture passages, Fr. 
Robert Barron observes that the key to appreciating 
the meaning of love is found in the words of Jesus 
when he said to his disciples, “It was not you who 
chose me, but I who chose you.” All too often we put 
ourselves in the driver’s seat seeing the spiritual  
journey as the task of making ourselves the best  
version of ourselves.  That is honorable, but that is  
not what the spiritual journey is about.   
 
Often we spend a lot of time cultivating the plan for 
our spiritual life but the bigger question is this, “What 
is the story that God is writing?”  God has written a 
drama and has chosen me for a particular role at this 
time and place in history.  Do I allow God to be the 
director which makes me the actor?  Do I open my heart and surrender myself so that I can be found by 
God?  In response to these questions a friend used to say, “When I wake up in the morning I look around 
and see what God is doing and then I join Him in his work.”   
 
The second part of today’s message reminds us that we have been “appointed to go and bear fruit that will 
remain.”   Through baptism we have been chosen and sent on a mission. The spiritual journey is not just a 
personal trip; Christian spirituality is always oriented toward mission.  All the great heroes found in the 
bible have been given a mission in one way or another to reveal the love of God.  Fr. Barron puts it this 
way, “We have been chosen by Love (God) for the sharing of love.”  Love is more than a feeling or a  
sentiment.  St. Thomas Aquinas defines love in this way, “love is to will the good of the other.”  
 
In the First Letter of John we read, “Whoever is without love does not know God, for God is love.”  “In 
this is love: not that we have loved God, but that he loved us.”  The depth of God’s love for us has been 
revealed in the Precious Blood of Jesus, an act of unconditional love.  What does it mean for me to “lay 
down one’s life for one’s friends?”  A group of children once responded to this question with several  
helpful examples.  One child said, if someone hurts us, we should forgive them.  Another child said we 
should share what we have with others even if it is something we really want for ourselves.  One child  
said we should visit someone who is sick even if we have other plans.  In other words, loving like Jesus 
means putting aside our needs and wants so as to focus on the needs of others. 
 
On this Mother’s Day weekend we honor those who first taught many of us about the amazing gift of love 
which is found in God who is love.  How are you doing with Jesus’ command to “love one another?”   
How are you being a gift as you “lay down one’s life for one’s friends?”
