Lenten Reminders-Fast and Abstinence...Ash Wednesday and 
Good Friday are days of abstinence from meat and also days of 
fast, that is, limited to a single full meal. Some food (not equaling 
another full meal is permitted at breakfast and around midday or in 
the evening—depending on when a person chooses to eat the main 
or full meal. The other Fridays of the season of Lent are days of 
abstinence from meat. The law of abstinence binds all Catholics 
14 years and older. The law of fasting binds all Catholics from 
their 18th birthday until their 59th birthday (canons 97 and 1252).

FR. ANGELO’S REFLECTION 
 
Jesus invites us to “be perfect, just as your heavenly Father is perfect.” 
Wow, that’s a tall order!”  How can we who are created beings be  
perfect?  When we think of the word perfect our minds automatically 
think flawless, impeccable, without sin. Who can ever attain this kind of 
perfection? The cultural framework that Jesus lived within was more 
Hebrew than Greek. Digging into the language & culture of the time we 
learn that the word perfect was associated with the completion of a  
process of growth. So, in asking us to be perfect Jesus is asking us to be 
spiritually mature, to be compassionate and merciful as a reflection of 
God’s unconditional love.  
 

Just as the saints reached this perfection, so can we! So, how can we 
reach this dream God has for us? Let’s look at what Jesus said about his 
Father’s love. “His sun shines on the bad as well as the good.” God’s 
love does not discriminate; it simply embraces everything. Using the 
example of the sun we know that the light of the sun does not shine only 
on the vegetables in a garden because they are good and refuses to shine 
on the weeds because they are bad. The sun shines on everything, good 
and bad.   
 

This is the amazing truth: God loves us when we are good, and God 
loves us when we are bad. Consider the parable of the prodigal son. The 
father in this parable loves both of his sons equally, the younger son in 
his weakness and the older son in his bitterness. The loving care and 
embrace of the father does not depend upon the son’s conversion. He 
loves them both even though they are distant from him. God asks us to 
love in the same way. This is what it means to be perfect or spiritually 
mature; to be the face of compassion and mercy.   
 

Our example for this kind of spiritual maturity is Jesus. He embraced 
everyone, sinners and saints alike, without ever suggesting that sin and 
virtue are unimportant. Jesus is teaching us how to attain spiritual  
maturity by remaining committed to God especially when everything 
else around us says to fight back. Jesus is counting on us to bring about 
real change by acting in unexpected ways.   
 

Consider the example of an “eye for an eye.” In the process of moral 
growth within human history this law was a step forward. Often when 
people retaliated for a wrong done to them, they wanted a pound of re-
venge for an ounce of injury. This rule of an “eye for an eye” was put in 
place to prevent excessive punishment based on revenge and retaliation.   
 

Jesus recognized that the “eye for an eye” mentality leaves both people 
blind. He wants us to realize that we are all children of God. Offering 
your left cheek when someone strikes your right cheek is a call to break 
the cycle of violence and to hold your ground for what is right. In the 
time of Jesus, a slap in the face was considered a terrible insult by the 
Jews, it was a very demeaning act. By offering your other cheek you are 
challenging the person to treat you as an equal, a temple of God’s spirit.   
 

God’s love is transformative. When we put God’s love into action by 
imitating Jesus, we are rejecting the ways of this world that so often 
seek revenge, retaliation, arrogance and the practice of un-forgiveness.  
“God loves both the good and the bad, so should we. God forgives us 
sinners, so should we forgive others. God is trustworthy, so should we 
be people of trust.” This is what it means to be perfect, to be spiritually 
mature, to become a saint. Can we be perfect as our heavenly Father is 
perfect? Yes, with the help of God.
