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DEACON RUSTY’S REFLECTION

The feast of Pentecost had its origins in the Old Testament, before the
prophet Isaiah, before King David, before the Judges Samuel and
Sampson, and even before Joshua and the battle of Jericho where the
walls came a-tumblin down. The original feast of Pentecost commemorated
and celebrated the day God gave Moses the 10 Commandments on

Mt. Sinai — which happened exactly 50 days after Israel’s exodus from
Egypt — exactly 50 days after their delivery from the power of Pharaoh
the king of Egypt. In fact, that’s what Pentecost means — the 50th day!

The 10 Commandments gave Isracl a means to escape from the paganism
and slavery of Egypt and pointed them to the salvation waiting for them
in the Promised Land. But to receive the 10 Commandments Moses,
with great effort, went up Mt. Sinai alone to receive this precious gift
from God. Even from the base of the mountain where the Israclites
were, fire was visible on the mountain because God himself had come
down from heaven.

After giving Moses the 10 Commandments, God wanted Israel to
immediately claim their inheritance and enter the Promised Land. God
had performed many miracles during Israel’s exodus from Egypt —
guarded them with a pillar of cloud by day and a pillar of fire by night
during their journey. Furthermore, God had promised to help them
conquer their enemies in the Promised Land, but they lacked faith and
did not trust God would give them the victory. Because of their lack of
faith they turned back to the desert they had crossed in just 40 days and
wandered there for the next 40 years!

Fast forward now to Jesus’ time. The disciples are in the Upper Room
exactly 50 days after the resurrection, exactly 50 days after Easter when
we were all delivered from slavery to sin and from the power of death.
On this 50th day we received a gift incomparably more precious than
the stone tablets upon which the 10 Commandments were written, even
though the Commandments were inscribed by the very finger of God,
even though the Commandments turned a nation beaten down by
centuries of slavery into a nation through which would come the
salvation of the world! The gift received in the Upper Room was even
more precious than the Law God gave to Moses.

For in the Upper Room, Jesus who makes all things new, did something
new. But this time it wasn’t a man of God like Moses going up Mt.
Sinai, this time Moses didn’t enter into the fiery presence of God on

the mountain. No, this time the Son of God, Jesus himself, went up to
heaven and God the Holy Spirit came down to us in power. Divine Fire
came, not to the top of a mountain, but to God’s people, to change our
cold stony hearts hardened and deadened by sin into fleshy hearts —
warm, vibrant and alive; hearts full of the love of God — to make us a
people in love with God! The Holy Spirit came to set us on fire for Him!

You know, for the past seven weeks the Paschal candle has been here in
the sanctuary with us, burning brightly at every Mass. This candle
represents Christ, a bright light in the darkness; Christ, risen from the
dead — the joy of Easter... it’s a witness to the Good News; of salvation
for the whole world! But today ends the Easter season, next week the
Easter candle will not be here, not because Christ is no longer here of
course, he is really and truly present in the Eucharist and is always in
the tabernacle. But just as in the Upper Room, today the flame of the
Paschal Candle moves like a tongue of fire to you and me, because we
are his disciples and witnesses. The powerful gifts of the Holy Spirit
that Christ promised at his Ascension has descended upon us.

What will we do with our gift of light, with our gifts of power? Will we
be like the Israelites at Mt. Sinai and turn back to the desert, to slavery
and sin? Or will our spirit rejoice at receiving these Gifts of the Holy
Spirit, and bear witness that we are children of the Most High God, and
if children, heirs, and if heirs, will our spirit bear witness that we have
suffered with him so that we may also be glorified with him?

We received these gifts at our baptism and confirmation. We really
don’t have an option whether to use them or not. We must use them
because we are Christians, because we love Him. And when we do, the
world will never be the same.
