Pastor’'s Desk

In today’s first reading, we see a widow from Zarephath

collecting sticks to make her last meal for herself and her son.

In the gospel, we see a widow giving only two coins, worth a
few cents to the treasury.

Jesus says that this woman has given a lot because she has
given from her whole livelihood. Both widows put trust in
God. The first widow trusts Elijah‘s words that God will not
allow her flour and oil to go dry and in the gospel we see the
woman giving everything she has, trusting that God will
somehow take care of her.

This is exemplary trust in God. This type of trust must be built
upon faith because it doesn’t make sense to give away
everything you have.

No, I’'m not saying that all of you should empty your bank
accounts and send the money to organizations or to the
parish. But there is a certain amount of trust that we have to
put in God at times. He wants us to step out blindfolded. | am
not knowing what will happen if we do.

There are certain people we have to trust, and we don’t
always know their qualifications. Pilots who fly airplanes and
doctors who perform surgeries-these are people we have to
trust. People will let us down every once in a while. But God
will never let us down. He will challenge us and in those
times of challenge, it feels like He’s abandoning us. But this is
just to make our faith strong. He wants to see if we’re willing
to stay in the fight and not give up. In order to stay in the
fight against evil, we have to stay close to Jesus in prayer.
Keep praying your rosary and Divine Mercy chaplet every
day.

IVF - What Else Is There?

There has been a lot in the news lately about In Vitro Fertilization (IVF) and how important it is for couples who are having trouble
conceiving naturally. The implication is that this is the only option for couples with fertility problems. This implication is false.

As pointed out toward the end of the “In Vitro Fertilization — Why Not?” pamphlet, there ARE other options, and they are often safer,
more effective and less expensive than IVF. Many also do not have the ethical problems of IVF, such as the freezing or destruction of
excess embryos, or treating children as a commodity. NaPro technology, for example, is an ethical alternative that treats the causes of
infertility instead of trying to work around them.

The Saint Paul VI Institute (www.popepaulvi.com) is an organization dedicated to natural fertility regulation and reproductive
medicine. They evaluate patients to determine the causes of their infertility, and offer treatments for endometriosis, hormonal
dysfunctions, ovulation problems and many other issues, and can even do reversal of tubal ligation. This institute also treats non-
fertility-related issues with the reproductive system, as you can read at their website.

The USCCB has information on the ethical approach to infertility, which can be found by visiting their website, usccb.org and searching
for “infertility”. The pro-life pamphlet rack in the back of Emmanuel church has information on Natural Family Planning and IVF.
