Notes from Emmanuel’s Choir Loft 
from Music Director Michele Carner 
The text for our entrance hymn, “Christ the Lord is Ris’n 
Today,” was written by the famous Methodist and 
prolific hymn-writer (with at least five thousand known 
hymns to his credit), Charles Wesley.  We sing it to the 
cheerful tune Llanfair, composed by a blind Welsh basket
-weaver with great innate musical ability, Robert 
Williams (1781-1821.  Llanfair features the common 
Welsh device of building a melody on the tones of the 
tonic triad (“do-mi-sol” or 1-3-5 of the major scale), and 
the melismatic alleluias fittingly express our Easter joy.

Come, O Come, O Holy Spirit! 
From the Encounter Team 
Welcome to the first week of the Encounter Team’s “creating habits of 
daily prayer”!  Our central focus for this week is inviting the Holy Spirit into 
your life and heart.  Without the Holy Spirit’s nudges and promptings, we 
are left “dry” and unable to pray to our good God. 
 
We invite you to deepen your prayer life. Use the prayer below, scan the 
QR code to listen to prayerful music, and consider creating a prayer corner 
in your home — a special space to encounter God more personally.    
 
Cardinal Mercier (1851 - 1926) wrote the following prayer 
invoking the Holy Spirit into your heart and soul: 
 

“I am going to reveal to you the secret of sanctity and happiness.  
Every day for five minutes control your imagination and close 
your eyes to all the noise of the world, in order to enter into 
yourself.  Then in the sanctuary of your Baptized soul, which is the Temple 
of the Holy Spirit, speak to that Divine Spirit, saying to Him: 
 

O Holy Spirit, beloved of my soul, I adore You. Enlighten me, guide me 
console me. Tell me what I should do; give me Your orders. I promise to 
submit myself to all that you desire of me and to accept all that You permit 
to happen to me. Let me only know Your will. 
 

If you do this, your life will flow along happily, serenely, and full of 
consolation, even in the midst of trials. Grace will be proportioned to the 
trial, giving you the strength to carry it – and you will arrive at the Gate of 
Paradise, laden with merit. 
This submission to the Holy Spirit is the secret of sanctity.”
